Our speaker for the October 9th meeting was Carl Beck, former Executive Editor of the Herald-Journal for 23 years.  Carl remembered that he spoke to the Club once when we were meeting at Mary Black Hospital.  He retired last year from the Herald-Journal, but is still on the editorial board and is doing part time work with them now.  This involves the candidates running for state wide offices.  Carl mentioned that he was born in upstate New York and lived 18 years in Boston and still has his northern accent,  “I haven’t been able to get rid of it.” When he visits his relatives in Boston they tell him he has a southern accent.  Carl came here as the Editor of the Herald-Journal which was the first syndicated paper he had worked for.  He points out that he and his wife have thoroughly enjoyed living in the south and have raised two children, who are southerners to the core.  The Newspaper has made great changes in the last few years.  With the advent of the Internet additional pressures have been added.  He feels overall, the papers do a good job. How- ever, business ads have declined, due to the recession, and this has resulted in change.   All the metro news papers have seen the same declines.  The bottom line is: What is happening in the business world directly affects the news paper business.  Each paper has a web site and many people have concluded:  Why buy a paper when I can get it on line?  Now attempts are being made to charge for this, but so far no successful business model has been found that  works.  One of the complaints about today’s news is that it’s all negative – Carl points out that this is what sells.   So to address this complaint a new section was added called, the Town Square, which focuses on positive events and activities taking place in the community.  He stresses that a balance is important, if you expect to sell papers.  Another topic he is excited to tell us about is the St. Luke’s Free Health Clinic.  He also serves on this board and is very pleased with what it provides for folks in the community who do not have health insur-ance.  In order to become a patient at St. Luke’s several criteria must be met – no insurance, 6 months waiting list, no narcotic drugs, patient must have Social Security and I.D.  For emergencies patients must go to E.R.  Carl is very appreciative of the doctors, nurses and others who volunteer their time to help those who have no where else to turn for help.  Healthy Smiles is another non-profit group that Carl supports as a board member. He praises the work of the dentist who give of their time and skill.  Thousands of children are checked each year to make sure their teeth are healthy.  When dental help is needed parents are notified and care is provided for the indigent.
