*Members attending the District meeting on October 30th were:  Dan & Meg Holloway and Troy Bridges.  Dan reported that the sessions were very informative.  Many of the Clubs across the state were present.  The first session  presenter was Dawn Johnson a State Farm Insurance Agent from Rock Hill Club with her initiatives called  The ABC’s of Money.  She works with young people through the teachers by giving them tools and insights on how teens can become knowledgeable about the use of their allowance.  She provides a worksheet where the teen propose what they will spend on school lunches, video games, movies, sports equipment, clothes, and donations to church or other charities.  She suggested that parents read the article: CASH-SMART KIDS, by Grace Fairchild  - in this article she says that most of our Nation’s teens do not fully understand basic financial concepts like compound interest.  Its important that parents set an example.  There are online tools to help but teens may benefit most from one-on-one time with parents cover-ing financial basics.

The next presenter was John Laurents who is promoting the Y.E.S. (Youth Empowerment Ser-vice).  This is a dropout intervention init-iative of Optimist Clubs and a proposed Opt-mist Inter-national initiative, which would be implemented throughout the US, Canada and the Caribbean.  This is in Partnership with The Success Foundation, Communities in Schools, Sylvan Learning Centers and Big Brothers Big Sisters of America.  The Dropout Epidemic! ….More than 10,000 youth drop out of school every day.  The foundation of the YES initiative is the book, “Success for Teens”, which is produced by the SUCCESS Foundation, in which it teaches that success in life is not about smarts, looks or luck but rather about becoming the best possible person you can be and making the most of your talents and opportunities. The SUCCESS Foundation is committed to providing 10 million books at no cost.  The book consist of eight chapters with four points per chapter.  A single class of 90 minutes would consist of a 15 minute introduction and recap; 15 minutes per point and 15 minute summation.  The Optimist’s commitment could be to facilitate eight classes over a period of 3 weeks.
